Despite that, the week ended 

with a reversal of the 

downward trajectory, with the 

capesize sector being the 

biggest winner, soaring to 

over US$ 46,000 per day, 

gaining more than US$ 5,000 

daily, with the BCI increasing 

by 605 points or about 12%, 

which is the second largest 

daily increase in over a 

decade.
